U.S. SECURITY ASSISTANCE PROGRAMS:
PAST, PRESENT, FUTURE (PART I)

The United States’ foreign and defense policies of the last decades saw a
remarkable proliferation of international security assistance programs, mainly
aimed at training and equipping foreign countries’ military and security forces.
Determined by a range of political, economic and military developments fol-
lowing the terrorist attacks of 9/11 and the beginning of the Global War on
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Terror, this trend was accompanied by a profound structural transformation of
aid management system in this sphere. The driving force behind this transfor-
mation was the U.S. Department of Defense which launched a myriad of new
security assistance programs, often non-transparent and non-compliant with
all legal requirements. As a result, the U.S. security assistance program portfo-
lio became a true ‘patchwork’. In 2016 the U.S. Congress decided to put the
system in order and relaunch it. This paper examines the logic of evolution of
the U.S. security assistance programs in the XXI century and depicts ‘a patch-
work’ with the help of a wide spectrum of documentary sources. The paper is
divided into two large parts. The first part tracks a process of formation and
evolution of the U.S. security assistance programs up to the Obama adminis-
tration and identifies the key stages in the development of this system since the
beginning of the Cold War to the 9/11, as well as major changes which oc-
curred under the George W. Bush administration.
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
